11" we will add in-stream cover to the lower part of Tyler
Creek that flows adjacent to TU’s Dolan property on
Coldwater Creek. We will likely rendezvous at the Dolan
parking lot north of Coldwater Creek on Baker Avenue at
9:00 AM. On August 15" we will work on creating a
wetland next to the creek that will slow runoff to the creek
and allow some of the runoff to seep into the substrate
and become ground water. The location 1s yet to be
determined.  Lunch will be provided on each day.
Expect to work until 12:00 or 1:00. After lunch it will be
time to fish either Tyler or the Coldwater. For further
details contact Jim Bedford at 484-5178 or
gairdneri@comcast.net.
